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The International tour continues for the BOLOGNA CHILDREN’S BOOK FAIR Exhibitions 

The Illustrators’ Exhibition arrives for the first time in China for a tour that will visit the country’s biggest cities, from the 15th May

The exhibition
“Artists and Masterpieces of illustration. 50 Illustrators’ Exhibitions 1967-2016”

is set to open on the 30th May in Poland in Wroclav, 2016 European Capital of Culture
The tours of the Bologna Children’s Book Fair exhibitions, which are taking the best of international illustration around the world, continue on their journeys.
Sunday 15th May, the Chinese National Library in Beijing – The largest library in all of Asia will be the location for the opening of the 2015 Illustrators’ Exhibition. For the first time in the history of the exhibition there is a Chinese date on the tour that brings the works of artists selected at BolognaFiere to different countries; the 2015 exhibition has already been on the road for over one year.

Attending the event will be a number of figures from the world of culture and art: among these, the winning author of the 2016 Andersen Prize, Cao Wenxuan and the Chinese illustrators Zhi Chengliang and Yue Shuai, whose work appears in the exhibition. 
The Chinese dates will last for one year and the exhibition will visit six of China’s most important cities: Beijing, Shanghai, Shenzhen, Chengdu, Jinan, Xi’an and will be accompanied by the Illustrators’ Annual, published in China for the first time.

This tour, organised by BolognaFiere- Bologna Children’s Book Fair, Niu Niu Culture Limited, the National Library of Beijing and Beijing Dandelion Children’s Book House Limited – is further evidence of the extremely high international profile that the Exhibition offers illustrators all around the world.
Meanwhile, following its success in Chicago, where the Illustrators’ Exhibition 2016 was held at Columbia College, in the Averill and Bernard Leviton Gallery, thanks to the collaboration with the Italian trade Agency, the works of 77 illustrators selected for the 2016 Children’s Book Fair will soon arrive in Japan for its usual tour.
The first important date for the tour of Artists and Masterpieces of Illustration. 50 Illustrators’ Exhibitions 1967-2016, the collection assembled to celebrate the fiftieth anniversary of the Illustrators’ Exhibition at the Bologna Children’s Book Fair, is due to open in Poland. The exhibition of 50 illustrators includes the works of some of the world’s leading figures, who have gone on to create the history of illustration after having featured in the Illustrators’ Exhibition. The exhibition will open to the public on Monday 30th May at the Pan Tadeusz Museum in Wroclaw/ Breslavia and will remain in Poland until the 30th June. Visitors will be able to admire a collection of works by 50 of the most significant internationally renowned artists hand-picked from the thousands that were selected over the half-century of the event’s history. From Altan to Munair, from Innocenti to Quentin Blake, from Luzzati to Shaun Tan, a collection of the very best works to have appeared at the heart of the European capital of the culture of illustration. The exhibition will continue on its tour arriving in Shanghai in the autumn and in other centres of culture around the world; the dates are set to be announced soon.
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
